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A perceptron is a linear classifier that learns to differentiate between two
data sets by making guesses and corrections. Its algorithm is linear, and
classifying non linear data sets would require multilayering nodes or though
other mathematical manipulations. This project generalizes the algorithm to
a general quadratic and compares the classic backpropagating error
method with our quadratic method.
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
