Currently tailings ponds cover 170km2 in Alberta, but an effective method of
treatment has not yet been established. This project aimed to create a
novel remediation method with the potential to treat both mature fine tailings
and tailings water. Oyster Fungi was applied to both tailings water and
mature fine tailings and its ability to remediate hydrocarbons, naphthenic
acids, pH and salt concentrations was assessed.
